As
a result of this ongoing
OTEMunded Project, we can
now state that our island is
home to more than 300
recorded native and natural-
ized plants, 4 native mam-
mals species (all bats), 5
frog species, 9 reptile spe-
cies, at least 60 recorded
bird species, and countless
fascinating invertebrates

- (insects, spiders, crabs,
etc.). Some of the endemic
plants and animals found
here are quite rare (as one
example, the Virgin Islands
Coqui, a tiny species of frog
is believed to be extinct in
some of the larger Virgin
Islands (St. Thomas).

As indicated by the above
paragraph, we today have
considerably more informa-

when we began this project
more than 18 months ago.
We are now better equipped
to develop outreach activities
develop project proposals,
create lesson plans and we
look forward to continuing to
share growing information
about the nature, history and
culture of this special place.
